The process is as follows:

1 Ensure the photo booth computer on which RightBooth is running is connected to the Internet.

i RightBooth takes a photo of a user.

9 RightBooth allows the user to choose an Al modification to make to their photo, for example:
‘“Convert the photo to a pencil sketch’

9 RightBooth uploads the photo to a publicly available storage facility and then sendstheu s er ' s
photo modification request to a Nano Banana Al Service Provider.

9 The Al Service Provider accesses the publicly stored photo and then instructs Nano Banana Al to
modify it.

T  When the modified photo becomes available, RightBooth downloads and saves it on the photo
booth computer and displays it to the user.

9 Repeat for each photo.

The Resulting Size of the Nano Banana Image

When Nano Banana generates an image it will generate it at the same size and aspect ratio as the original
photo. In the example above, RightBooth is set to take webcam photos at 1280x720 and they are being
cropped to W=800, H=600. So the image that is generated by Nano Banana will also be W=800, H=600.
